FIRE BAN BYLAW 

 BYLAW NO 2-19
A BYLAW OF THE RESORT VILLAGE OF SOUTH LAKE RESPECTING FIRE BANS
AS Section 8(1)(b) of The Municipalities Act provides that Council may pass bylaws for the safety, health and welfare of people and the protection of people and property;

AND the Resort Village of South lake, pursuant to the powers granted to it under The Municipalities Act, wishes to provide for the banning of fires within the Resort Village of South Lake limits for the health, safety and welfare of the people and the protection of the people and property from damage or destruction by fire on the terms hereinafter provided;
THEREFORE, the Council of the Resort Village of South Lake in the Province of Saskatchewan enacts as follows:
1. This Bylaw shall be referred to as The Fire Ban Bylaw
2. A fire ban prohibiting open fire of any kind within the municipality may be issued by a resolution of Council or jointly by the Administrator.  A fire ban shall be issued in writing and shall identify;

a. The date that the fire ban commences;

b. The land location(s) the fire ban covers;

c. The date the fire ban is lifted, or will be reviewed;

d. Person or persons authorizing the fire ban;

e. Authority allowing the fire ban;

f. Other information that may be in the public interest.

3. The Council authorizes the Administrator the authority to remove any fire ban when conditions warrant.

4. No person shall light, or start or allow or cause to be lighted, ignited or started a fire of any kind whatsoever in the open air during a fire ban.

5. A Designated Officer, which means the Administrator, Bylaw Enforcement Officer, or any person appointed to enforce this bylaw, may order any fire be extinguished forthwith during any period for which a fire ban is in effect within the municipality.
6. No person shall fail to immediately comply with an order to extinguish a fire by a Designated Officer.

7. The cost of the Moose Jaw Fire Department to respond to a fire within the Village shall be charged directly on the persons who receive the service in accordance with Schedule “A” which is attached to and forming a part of this bylaw.

8. The Administrator shall as per Section 369 of The Municipalities Act add to the taxes of any property owned, occupied or inhabited by the person referred to in Section 7 of this bylaw any amount which remains unpaid at the end of the calendar year or 21 days after the person has been invoiced for said services, whichever is earlier.

9. A new offence is deemed to have been committed not less than two (2) hours from any previous offence.

10. The notice of violation shall require the person to pay to the Municipality;

a. To a fine of $500 for a first offence and;

b. To a fine of $900 for a second offence.

11. The amount specified in clause 11 may be paid:

a. In person, during regular office hours, to the Municipality at the Municipal Office, 1410 Caribou St. W. Moose Jaw OR

b. By mail addressed to the Resort Village of South Lake, #6-1410 Caribou St. W. Moose Jaw, SK   S6H 7S9;

12. If payment of the fine as provided in clause 10 is made prior to 15 days from the date they received the notice of violation, the person shall not be liable to prosecution for that offence.

13. If payment of the fine as provided in clause 10 is not paid the person shall be liable on summary conviction to pay the following penalties:

a. In a case of a first offence to a fine not less than $1,000 and not more than $10,000;
b. In a case of a second offence to a fine not less than $1,500 and not more than $15,000;

14. The imposition of any penalty for violation of this bylaw shall not relieve the person from complying with this bylaw.

15. This bylaw shall come into force on final passing thereof.
